Entries:  

• 120 riders maximum, online pre-entry only via the ACU portal, entry fee of £25 per rider (adult and Youth A & B) 

• Entries will open on 3
rd

 May 2021 at 8pm and close on 23
rd

 May 2021 at 8pm, successful entries will be confirmed 
after the closing date and not before. 

• Should the entry limit be oversubscribed at the time of closing, entries will be accepted at the discretion of the 
Rockshocks Classic Trials Championship Series Co-ordinators. 

• Please note that if the event is cancelled for any reason, including permit withdrawal, the ACU will deduct £3 from 
the automatic refund. Please do not enter if you do not accept these terms. 

 
Refund policy:  

• Withdrawals received on or before 6
th 

June 2021 will receive a full refund less any administration/online entry 
transaction fees. 

• Withdrawals received after the 6
th 

June 2021 and on or before 15
th
 June 2021 will receive a 50% refund less any 

administration/online entry transaction fees. 

• Withdrawals after 15
th
 June 2021 will receive no refund.  

 
Classes:  
As per Rockshocks Classic Trials Championship standard format, each class has an ‘Expert’ and ‘Clubman’ severity 
option when entering online.  

• Class 1 – Air Cooled Mono 

• Class 2 – Older Twinshock machines up to the mid 1970’s 

• Class 3 – Later Twinshock machines from mid 1970’s to 1986 

• Class 4 – Pre 75 British bikes 
 

Method of marking: To be run under TRS 22B Non-stop ruling. 
 
Sections: 2 laps of 20 sections, with 2 routes on each section. 
 
Final Instructions & Results: To be posted on the Devonport club website (www.devonporttrials.co.uk), Centre website, 
(www.swcentregazette.com) and the Devonport trials club facebook page.
